MAJOR ONE – Psychology (120 unit APAC accredited sequence) 
120 units of courses from the Approved Psychology major as set out in the list of Approved majors in the 
Bachelor of Arts Handbook, including: 
- All compulsory courses: PSYC1010; PSYC1020; STAT2000; PSYC3000 

- No more than 20 units should be at 1000 level  
- At least 40 units at 2000 level 

- At least 60 units must be at 3000 level

MINOR ONE – 40 units of a Bachelor of Arts minor (as detailed in the Bachelor of Arts Program Handbook), with 
a maximum of 20 units at 1000 level  

MINOR TWO – 40 units of a second Bachelor of Arts minor (as detailed in the Bachelor of Arts Program 
Handbook), with a maximum of 20 units at 1000 level 
