RESEARCH AWARD
The Faculty of Science & Information Technology Indigenous Postgraduate Research Award is 
available to an RHD candidate undertaking a full-time research Master’s or PhD degree within the 
Faculty of Science and Information Technology. The applicant must be an Aboriginal or Torres 
Strait Islander and an Australian Citizen. The successful applicant will receive a living allowance of 
AUD$22,860 (per annum in 2011).

The duration of the scholarship is three (3) years for a PhD degree or two (2) years for a Master’s 
degree by research.
