APPLICATION FOR A UNIVERSITY NEW STAFF GRANT

The Faculty requests that academic staff appointed at Level A, B or C and applying for a New Staff Grant should complete the Faculty pro-forma. Staff appointed at a higher level, where their research experience will presumably differ, may choose to use the form or else negotiate their grant more informally.
This completed form will allow the Faculty to assess more appropriately the validity of your requests in the context of your anticipated research future, and will avoid the wide variety of application formats that we have been seeing recently.

The completed form should preferable be only two (2) pages in length, and never more than three (3) pages long. It should briefly summarise what you want to achieve and where you are heading, and what support you need to do it, in language that an average academic not expert in your field may understand.
We do not want to delay the process of grant award, and encourage you to apply as soon as you are ready, and early in your appointment. A rapid turn-around is what you should anticipate once the submission is made, as agreement to fund does not involve a committee process. However, as the Faculty will be committing up to $5,000 towards your grant (matching central funds also committed), we wish to see that your application is thoughtful and justified. This process also provides some introduction to applying for funds, and the longer and more detailed form you will meet when applying for an Early Career Grant from the University later.
