CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES

BUSINESS ARISING FROM MINUTES AND OTHER BUSINESS
2.1
David Westaway reported that there has been a moratorium on parking infringements for the start of the year, and that parking spaces have been well utilised, mostly in a safe fashion.

SECURITY REPORT

3.1
Darren Williams advised that staff and students are reluctant, or unaware, to report incidents to Security.  This creates a gap in knowledge and ability to respond.  Incident report is a valuable tool for gathering information about potential risk on campus.  Security would like the opportunity to talk to each class group at the commencement of teaching to advise of the services available on site.

The word ‘security’ will be taped over on the sign outside the library to 

remove confusion about the purpose of the meeting point.

3.3  David Westaway supported the need for incident reporting, giving repair to the footpaths as an example.

4. IT STUDIES BUILDING

4.1 the Chair circulated an email complaint about the withdrawal of supervision in the IT Studies labs, and the various responses from Stephen Crump, Ian Pike and Nat McGregor

4.2 The Committee considered the responses, recorded that they consider the situation unsatisfactory and are unable to proceed further.

4.3 Robyn Rex noted that TAFE students on any other campus would not be in a computer facility without a teacher, as such rooms are swipe card protected.

4.4 Colloquially, the IT Studies building is not utilised less and students have moved to the library where support is available.

5. DUST EXTRACTION IN THE BARN

5.1 Gary Sullivan noted, with some frustration, that this problem is still current.  An inspection has been done by TAFE management and a consultant report obtained.  Mobile dust extraction has been installed on some equipment but the consultant recommends 7 fans in the windows would be required to remove the dust to a safe level.

5.2 FM suggested that B&C obtain quotes for the work, to establish the quantum involved, and then submit them to Stephen Crump’s Executive Officer and to the TAFE OH&S committee.

6. FIRE WARDENS

6.1 Phillipa Josephs asked about training for fire wardens and the committee noted that provision of fire wardens in campus buildings is still sparse, with training mostly outdated.

7. MEMBERSHIP OF THE COMMITTEE 

7.1 The term on the committee for Robyn Rex, Simon and Ken Zimmerman has expired.  A call for expressions of interest will be made to the campus population with a view to recruiting new membership before the next meeting on June 1.
