Educating Boys


A range of courses has been developed within the Education Studies programs for students interested in educating boys.  These courses are delivered through distance learning only and are designed for practising teachers who wish to upgrade their skills in educating boys in various settings: primary, secondary, single-sex or co-educational schools.  The program is delivered by the staff of the Boys in Schools Program, Family Action Centre, The University of Newcastle.  It is practice-based program, requiring participants to have access to a school and classroom and to have a willingness to examine their own practice with boys.





The Educational Studies programs are intended for practising teachers and other educators who wish to gain postgraduate qualifications in a wide variety of educational contexts. The programs blend theory and practice, with an emphasis on applying research findings to best educational practices. 





Program Structure 


To achieve a Graduate Certificate in Educational Studies students must successfully complete a total of 40 units made of the core course and three electives. To achieve the Masters program requires the completion of eight courses (80 units). These courses may be undertaken from the elective courses offered; students also have the option of undertaking 40 units of courses with a 40 unit research strand.  Students who have completed the research strand within the Masters program may be eligible to apply for entry into a Research Higher Degree.  The Master of Educational Studies (Honours) students must complete 80 units of coursework and the 40 unit research strand. To qualify for a specialisation in Boys Education, students must complete 60 units. All courses are worth 10 units

EDUC6012 Boys’ Education: Foundations for Successful Practice  (offered semester 1 & 2)


It is strongly recommended that you complete this course first.  The course will explore the current national and international information about educational and social outcomes for boys. Students will use this information to gather their own local data. The course will take a multi-disciplinary approach to analysing the current data based on research from a range of fields including a variety of perspectives on gender, learning and behaviour.  It will review current policy and practice in educating boys in the light of current evidence pertaining to male identity. Students will prepare a strategy and policy document for their current school setting.





EDUC6159 School & Community Partnerships to improve boys’ & girls’ outcomes. (offered �semester   2)


This course will explore theoretical and conceptual aspects of developing positive school and community partnerships and discuss the benefits of partnerships for the educational outcomes of boys and girls. The course will also examine the practical issues associated with establishing and maintaining good relationships between a school and its community, through case studies of best practice. 





EDUC6015 School organisation and structural issues in educating boys (offered semester 2)


This course will examine current practices in schools.  A variety of structural and organisational approaches will be considered including middle schools and single sex classes in a co-educational setting.  School structures will be examined in the light of the types of relationships they encourage between males and females, between staff and students, within the staff, and between the school and the community.  The link between school structures and teaching and learning will be examined.








EDUC6150 Boys and classroom practice (offered semester 1)


The course assists teachers to examine their own ideas about boys and learning, and their own classroom practice and assessment strategies in relation to boys’ learning needs. Theoretical and practical knowledge of multiple intelligences, teaching and learning styles and classroom organisation and assessment approaches will be critically analysed.  Case studies from primary, middle school and senior secondary will be examined.
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EDUC6051 Industry/Work based Project


Students who have a particular interest will be able to pursue a supervised individual research topic related to educating boys.





EDUC6026/6027 Minor Thesis A and B – Masters Program only


Provides an opportunity to undertake research in an area of interest to the student.  The research may take the format of an empirical study, a review of literature or another research format in discussion with the supervisor











Admission Criteria 





Masters in Educational Studies Applicants must have completed a recognised 4 year Bachelor degree or equivalent qualifications.  It is assumed that applicants will have the equivalent of two years of relevant work place experience.  Applicants who do not satisfy the requirements for direct entry to the Masters program may enter via the completion of the Graduate Certificate in Educational Studies.  For entry into the Honours program, applicants must have satisfactorily completed the Master of Educational Studies. 














EDUC6153 Boys and literacies (offered semester 2)


Current information on boys and literacies in Australia and internationally will be examined.  Boys’ reading preferences and habits and literacy results will be investigated.  The course will involve a discussion of boys learning styles in literacy and a range of reading approaches and programs will be reviewed.  There will be a discussion of multi-literacies and approaches including computer literacies, visual literacies and the use of a range of technologies will be critically examined.  Students will be encouraged to develop/implement strategies and programs to successfully engage boys in literacies.





EDUC6154 Meeting the academic and social needs of boys (offered semester 1)


Strategies, programs and approaches for teachers and schools to enable boys to meet their academic and social needs within a positive male identity will be examined. The course will examine a range of programs and approaches that make the link between boys' social needs and their academic performance.  Students will critically examine programs and approaches to the academic and social needs of boys.  Programs that assist boys to develop appropriate behaviours and successful academic outcomes through a positive approach to male identity will be examined.
